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Dominik Lejman has featured works in which he projects
images onto canvas or on the entire wall like a mural. In
recent years, he has projected images on buildings, parks,
and roads. In his works crowds can often be seen.
Overhead views of many people who gather in one place
are projected and the individual movement of the people,
which looks like a flower blossoming, is shown to be
different from one another.

In his work "Fundamental Layers" (2010), the pilgrims
who go to Mecca appear like a torrential river seen from a
bird’ s eye view, while the people who pray at the
Western Wall in Jerusalem shape vibrant lines. Each

concrete figure turns as one group and creates a symbolic
and abstract form.

In "60sec. Cathedral” (2011), Lejman asked parachuters to
reconstruct the ceiling of the star-shaped arch of a Duram
cathedral in the air. The arch was held for 60 seconds and
then dispersed as single individuals.

In this exhibition, as shown in the title,"Far Too Close",
Lejman's works present the scene from faraway and close
up views which cross over each other. They, at the same
time, give a hint of both the micro and macro-worlds and
express the essence of the world of images as well as their
real historical and cultural background in depth. Even the

appearance of specific people in his works has a highly
symbolic meaning. Present events could be universal events
that happen anytime or anywhere. The greatest attraction of
Lejman's works is that they bring a feeling of tension to
the moment where the present and universal go back and
forth.

In 2011, his solo exhibition “Far Too Close" was held in
the ZAK | BRANICKA Gallery in Berlin.

The exhibition this time will be presented in two places
both in Kyoto and Tokyo. Lejman's works will be divided
into two and exhibited, effectively utilizing each venue's
characteristics of space and architecture.

The updated performance image, which is to be featured
at the National Opera in Warsaw, has been added to the
exhibition.

Lejman has presented his works in group exhibitions in
Japan; "Passages to Olymp" in the Sojo University
Gallery in Kumamoto, 2005, and "Still/Motion" in the
Mie Prefectural Art Museum, Mie, the National Museum
of Art, Osaka, and the Tokyo Metropolitan Museum of
Photography, 2008.

This exhibition is his first solo exhibition in Japan.
